First Call for Papers

The issuing and implementation of “The International Chinese Language Proficiency Level
Standards” (hereby referred to as “Level Standards™) signifies that international Chinese
language teaching has stepped into a new era. The internationalization of the “Level Standards”
and the establishment, comparison, and integration with overseas localization standards have
become topics of great interest for the academic sphere and are also one of the key areas for the

development of the international Chinese education discipline and career in this new era.

To this end, the European Association for Chinese Teaching (EACT) in cooperation with
Confucius Institute in the University of Bucharest, Romania will hold this special symposium
aimed at strengthening academic exchanges among international Chinese language teaching
scholars, and at jointly exploring how to continue building and improving the Chinese language

education standard system in Europe, in order to promote the establishment of the Chinese



language as a second language teaching discipline and the sustainable development of

international Chinese education in Europe.

1. Date, venue and working languages for the seminar

Date: March 23" — 24" 2024

Venue: Faculty of Foreign Languages and Literatures, University of Bucharest
Working languages: Chinese and English

The symposium will be held off-line and online.

2. Seminar topics

The topics of this symposium include, but are not limited to: the construction and improvement
of the “European Standards for Chinese Language Proficiency” (hereby referred to as the
“European Standards”) based on the “European Common Language Reference Framework”
(hereby referred to as the “European Framework™), comparative analysis and integration of the
“Level Standards” and the “European Standards”, as well as local Chinese language teaching
standards/outlines in various countries; research on Chinese language proficiency standards and

assessment issues in education systems of various countries.
3. Requirements for abstract submissions

Divide a Word document in two pages: On the first page, clearly state the topic and title of the
abstract, 3-5 key words, author's name, workplace, and contact information (including email).
The second page is the main text of the abstract (including the title), with a Chinese character
count of around 300 and an English word count of around 400 (within one page of A4 paper).
Both Chinese and English are acceptable, but please do not write the author's name (on the

second page).

Each individual, as an independent author or first author, can only submit one abstract, and can

also collaborate as a non-first author to submit another abstract.
